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· SAF asked by US government what it could bring to World Summit on Sustainable Development (WSSD)

· SAF has many current and retired members interested in international forestry

· SAF will look at sustainable forestry education in Congo Basin, development of curriculum for forestry education and a five day workshop to identify needs

· Members will provide volunteer services to mentor and train colleagues in the Congo Basin

· SAF's largest resource is its membership base

· Congo Basin Forest Partnership involves 29 partners, including PVO's, NGO's, and governmental agencies -- all trying to figure out how to work together
